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From The Control Room

On June 7 of this year, BRMA reached a milestone long
envisioned by our members. On that date the Hanford
Site achieved the first privately-funded tours at B
Reactor. The American Empress, of Shore Excursions of
America, drove their own bus out to the B Reactor
entrance door. It carried 40-plus passengers from their
200-plus passenger river cruiser boat docked at Howard
Amon Park. (see related story on page 3)

This was an effort in development for nearly two years.
It was a pilot test run that went well It appears this
operation will continue to serve American Empress
Cruises Lines that run back and forth from Portland/
Astoria to Lewiston, Idaho, on alternate Tuesdays and
Fridays during the summer. This pilot run puts a crack in
opening the door toward having the general public drive
directly to B Reactor. However, there still are issues to
hurdle such as road and parking improvements, security
fences, staffing requirements, and other similar issues to
address before we reach our goal of general open public
access. We just need to take a step at a time, and getting
the private bus with its tourists going directly to B
Reactor completes the first step.

Another accomplishment as a result of becoming part of
the Manhattan Project National Historical Park (MPNHP)
is that volunteers have completed drafts of “Junior
Ranger” booklets for B Reactor and pre-World War 1I
tours. The National Parks Service (NPS) will print the
booklets and provide Jr. Ranger badges. BRMA will
work with NPS and DOE to help publicize the program
when it’s launched.

The NPS, DOE, and the Benton-Franklin River Heritage
Foundation (BFRHF), administered by Visit Tri-Cities,
have entered into an agreement to collect financial
contributions for the MPNHP at Hanford. The letter of
intent outlines the basic framework to allow BFRHF to
accept and deposit tax-deductible donations and cause-
related contributions to support our park. All projects
funded by the contributions accepted will be approved by
NPS and may include items such as development and
production of interpretive materials, programs, plans, and
technology; school programs; planning, design, or
construction to improve public access; interpretive trails;
and a list of six additional examples. As Tracy Adkins of
NPS noted “This is another positive step forward in the

establishment of the park.” This agreement will serve for
the interim until a formal “Friends of The Park” program
is established for the MPNHP at Hanford. All tax-
deductible donations and contributions that will benefit
our park should be made payable to the “Hanford Unit
Fund” and mailed to or delivered to Visit TRI-CITIES,
Attn: Hanford Unit Fund, 7130 W. Grandridge Blvd.,
Suite B, Kennewick, WA. 99336. This arrangement again
demonstrates the value to BRMA of being a member of
Visit Tri-Cities.

Many thanks go to our BRMA Webmaster, Jim Stoffels,
for his fine efforts in updating and significantly
improving our Web site. He worked diligently with the
contractor on this project. The structure of the site is
clearly well designed. We still have a few edits and
improvements on the narrative words, phrases, and
portions of the site. We also are looking for a better
picture with bright color such as nice blue skies,
preferably an entrance view. Be sure to take a look at B-
Reactor.org.

I also want to commend Hank Kosmata for his extensive
work on completing his “Know Before You Go” video
available on the BRMA Website. It gives visitors a
“heads up” regarding what they will see and helps them to
better understand B operations before visiting the reactor-
or to refresh what they saw and learned after a visit. It
will benefit students—especially high school and college
science and physics students.

We are working diligently with DOE and NPS to provide
a gift shop at the B Reactor Office at Logston and/or at B
Reactor. It looks positive at this point, and hopefully will
materialize yet this year. It’s almost assured that more
sales will be realized by having the gift shop available
and easily accessible to tourists—especially when the
shop is at the reactor.

It’s reassuring to note the large increase in the number of
tourists visiting B Reactor this year. It’s also great to note
the interest of school students attendance---a first this
year. This is another positive result of being in the
MPNHP. Look elsewhere in this addition for more detail.

Tours, tours, and more tours. The present six-day per
week tour schedule has resulted in a huge increase in total
visitors and buses filled nearly to capacity. The total
visitors for last year April-October was 9,500 (B and Pre-
Manhattan combined). We are already at 4,475 for B and
an additional 468 for pre-Manhattan tours for a total of
4,943 as of June 30. Another interesting factoid is that
we’ve welcomed nearly 700 kids since we started in April,
including 13 middle school and high school groups and
several elementary schools.

Much of our visitor increase is attributed to the fact that B
is now part of the Manhattan Project National Historical
Park. It also is significant to note that the help we are
getting from the National Park Service (particularly with
regard to establishing tours for younger students) has
relevance to the increased number of visitors.

In addition to the two regular tours each day, there often is
a third tour following the first two. These generally relate
to either a professional or technical conference but can be
for any interested group. Such groups include Rotary,
Kiwanis, or similar social groups, or even a group of
community friends. If interested and you need more

information, or wish to schedule groups,
encouraged to call Julie at 376-6893.
